1. The quotation should reach this office on or before the date mentioned in our enquiry/Tender Notice (on or before 15 days from the date of advertisement).

2. Each firm/Supplier submit Two-sealed quotations (Duly super scribing) one containing ‘Technical Specification’ of the items quoted and another for price. Both the Covers should be put in one sealed cover and submitted super scribing   “QUOTATION FOR EQUIPMENT”   (Name   of   the Equipment: High Performance Liquid Chromatograph, SBT-Replacement of Obsolete Equipment).

3. If a Firm/Supplier quotes for more than one item they should quote separately for each item on  the same conditions as in serial number 2)

4. Quotations will be rejected if conditions 2&3 are not followed.

5. The numbers and quantity called for quotation is the probable number and quantity, which are required to be supplied.   Not withstanding the estimate of probable number, the Purchase Committee has the right to order or reject the tender.
