PROSPECTUS 2005-2006
I. a) FACULTY


A team of full-time faculty members assisted by eminent visiting professors and specialists in computer science and engineering from several institutions form the core of teaching faculty.  The faculty will deliver lectures apart from training the students extensively in courses, assigning them projects, working demonstrations, seminars, etc.

b) RESEARCH ACTIVITIES


The Computer Centre has infrastructure facility for research. The Centre at present has part-time Ph.D., students working in the area of Medical Image Processing, Computer simulation and modeling

c) SYSTEMS AVAILABLE

(i) The Computer Centre is equipped with the following modern facilities.

(ii) Image Processing / Multimedia Lab

Most of the commonly used software's are available in the centre. The students are given unlimited time for practicals.

d) LIBRARY FACILITES


Apart from the University Dr. T.P.M. Library, the centre has its own library with more than 3000 books on Advanced Computer Science.

As a part of the curriculum, the students will be placed for project during the final semester of the course in well established industries and recognized R&D institutions.

II. COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Candidates who are appearing for the final year UG degree exam during April/May 2005 can also apply. Candidates who have studied under 10+2+3/4 pattern are only eligible for admission. 

a) ELIGIBILITY


The candidate should be a graduate in any discipline of Madurai Kamaraj University with Mathematics as compulsory subjects at 10+2 level or should have passed the degree examination equivalent to that of Madurai Kamaraj University with Mathematics as compulsory subject at 10+2 level OR any degree with Computer Science / Applications as Major / Vocational subjects.

The syllabus content of the subject (i) Business Mathematics & Operational Research (ii) Business Mathematics & Statistics/Numerical Methods and Mathematics at +2 level are different.  Hence the student who have studied (i) & (ii) are NOT ELIGIBLE.

b) DURATION OF THE COURSE


The course is divided into 6 semesters spread over for three years. (beginning the first semester in July, and the second semester in January).

Choice Based Credit System was introduced in MCA from the Academic Year 2000-2001.

Choice Based Credit System is a new feature in the Higher Education where the student is given full autonomy in choosing the courses.  A student can choose the subjects according to his aptitude and requirement.  The students are exposed to different areas of knowledge during their studies.  The students have to choose core papers for 60 credits from the main discipline and the rest of 12 credits can be from any area like Computer Science, Languages, History, Mass Communication, Sociology, etc. Under the CBCS courses are framed to include Seminars, Field Work, Dissertation and other Laboratory / Field Based Methods.  From the student's point of view, there is more transparency in all the academic activities.  This will help the students to appear for the competitive examinations like Civil Services and other State and Central Services. III. ADMISSION PROCEDURE

PROCEDURE FOR OBTAINING PROSPECTUS AND APPLICATION FORM

Prospectus and application can be downloaded from the  “http//www.mkuniversity.org” website from 30.03.2005. Xerox copy of the downloaded application may also be used. 

NOTE:  Candidates of all categories experiencing problems in downloading the application form, can request for a copy of the prospectus and application form from the Head, Computer Centre, Madurai Kamaraj University, Madurai 625 021 by producing a demand draft in favour of The Registrar, Madurai Kamaraj University/SBI A/c.No. I Chalan for Rs. 35/- (in person) or Rs.50/- (by post) along with the requisition letter. 

The Demand Draft should have been obtained after the date of notification (27.03.2005) and before the last date for receipt of filled-in application (20.05.2005).  

Note: Cheques, postal orders, money orders and cash will not be accepted. 

IV. ENTRANCE TEST

Applicants seeking admission to M.C.A. course are required to appear for the Tamilnadu Common Entrance Test (TANCET) – 2005 to be conducted by the Anna University, Chennai on 21st May 2005. (Refer Anna University notification in the Hindu & Dinamalar dated 20.02.2005 / www.annauniv.edu.) No other entrance test will be accepted for the above admissions.

A attested Xerox copy of the TANCET-2005 mark statement should be submitted within 15 days from the date of publication of TANCET results.

V. PROCEDURE FOR SUBMITTING FILLED-IN APPLICATION FORM FOR ADMISSION

a) Applicants are requested to read carefully the rules of eligibility and other instructions given in the prospectus.

b) Applicants who are willing to apply for more than one course should use separate application form for each course.

c) Instructions for filling-up the application.
i) The entries in the application form should be made by the applicant in their own hand writing  in ENGLISH.

ii) Details of the Xerox copies of the certificate submitted along with the application should be furnished in the relevant column of the application.

d) Enclosures to be sent along with the filled-in application form.

The candidates have to submit Xerox copies of the following certificates duly attested by a Gazetted Officer along with the application form. Original certificates need not be sent.
i) U.G. degree Marks statement / Grade certificates.

ii) Community certificate: It should be obtained either from the Tahsildar or Deputy Tahsildar concerned other wise it will not be take into account.

iii) Certificate of Physically Handicapped / Leprosy cured: Candidates who want them to be considered under this category should send the certificate obtained from an authorized Medical Officer of the specialty concerned not below the rank of Civil Surgeon together with a photograph showing the nature of handicap.

iv) Sport Certificate: Candidates who want them to be considered under this category should produce a certificate obtained from the concerned University Physical Director in Form-I/II/III for having represented the State / Inter-University tournaments / athletics 

v) Military Certificate: Relevant Certificate to be produced

vi) + 2 marks statement (Compulsory)
vii) One self-addressed stamped envelope for Rs.10/- 

and also a Demand Draft for Rs.450/- drawn in favour of the Registrar, Madurai Kamaraj  Univeristy. This is not applicable for SC/ST candidates.
e) Photograph

Recent passport size photograph of the applicant should be affixed on the column provided in the application form.

VII. SELECTION PROCEDURE

a) The selection is based on the performance of candidates in TANCET-2005 and Group Discussion & Interview by Madurai Kamaraj University.

b) Tamilnadu Government Reservation Policy will be strictly followed for Admission to this course.

c) Selected candidates will be intimated individually by post.  Also a list of Register number of candidates selected for the course will be published in the leading dailies, university website and also displayed on the Notice Board.

d) Candidates selected will have to submit the following original certificates along with Xerox copies of the certificate only to the Head of the Computer Centre at the time of admission.

(i) Statement of Marks / Grade certificate and provisional certificate.

(ii) +2 marks statement

(iii) Conduct certificate from the Head of the Institution last studied.

(iv) Transfer certificate

(v) Community certificate

(vi) If selected under special category, the relevant certificate.

(vii) Such other certificates, as may be required by the University

(viii) In the case of candidates who have passed the qualifying examination from  other Universities should produce the Eligibility certificate obtained from the Madurai Kamaraj University at the time of admission.

(ix) All admissions made will be Provisional till the certificate, statement of marks / grades etc., submitted by the candidates are scrutinized and accepted.  If any candidate is found to have got admission on false claim, the admission will be cancelled without any prior notice.

e)NRI / Foreign Students: 



A limited number of seats are available under NRI / Foreign students category

Students who wish to apply under NRI / Foreign students category may download the prospectus and application form.  Duly filled-in downloaded application may be forwarded to the Registrar by paying US$ 200 /- by demand draft drawn in favour of THE REGISTRAR, MADURAI KAMARAJ UNIVERSITY payable at MADURAI towards the application and registration fee. 

NRI students may also request the Head of the Department for the hard copy by paying US$ 200 by way of the demand draft towards the application and registration fee. 

Selection of NRI candidates will be based on the marks secured in qualifying examination.
